Application

TECTYL® 127CG can
be airless spray applied.

Removal

TECTYL® 127CG can be removed with
TECTYL® HPS solventborne thinner, vapor
degreasing, hot alkaline wash, or Ilow
pressure steam. TECTYL® 127CG can be
removed from fabrics by normal dry cleaning
procedures. Avoid the use of chlorinated or
highly aromatic solvents when removing
from painted surfaces, as these solvents
may adversely affect paint.

Storage

Store TECTYL® 127CG at temperatures
between 50-95°F (10-35°C). Mild agitation is
recommended prior to use.
